The 

Great Fast prepares us to celebrate the Feast of Feasts (Pascha, 

Easter) through prayer, fasting, and almsgiving.  

Prayer, fasting, and almsgiving are not ends in themselves, they 

are not the goal. The goal is union with God and life lived in 

Christ. Our aim to achieve our goal is to increase our love for 

God and neighbor. The way we will accomplish our aim and 

achieve our goal is through purity of heart.  

And lastly, the tools we have to purify our hearts, increase our 

love for God and neighbor and enter a mystical union with Our 

Lord, is to increase our prayer, fasting, and almsgiving during the 

Great Fast. 

In this way, on Pascha (Easter Sunday), we will joyfully celebrate 

the resurrection of Christ. Then, year after year, fasting and 

feasting again and again, we will grow closer and closer to Our 

Lord, and enter more deeply into the Kingdom of Heaven, the 

Garden of Eden, through the Sacred Mysteries
